There hasn't been any effort to reschedule the Gunslinger's match because of schedule 
conflicts at the Durango Gun Club range. 
  
For the past year Jeff Stewart & I have casually discussed the possibility of utilizing the 
Cortez Range to hold our matches during bad weather here.  In late January Jeff called 
to offer the use of the Cortez range to hold our June monthly match.

Shooters will have the option of shooting one day for $10.00 or two days for $20.  Those 
shooting both days will compete for printed certificates. 
  
Because this is the same weekend of the CO State Championships in Montrose and we 
do not want to discourage any SASS competitor from competing there, this match will not 
be commercially advertised.  There will be no pre-applications. 
Shooter's registration will begin at 0800 on the morning of June 12th. with match starting 
at 0930.  Same for the morning of June 12th.  Shooters will pick their own posse from 
posse sign up sheets.
