Condo fire kills 1 man 
Durango Herald, Tuesday, November 10, 2009 
 
One person was killed and another was injured in a fire Sunday night at the 
Piñon Heights condominiums  in Durango. 
Authorities were trying to positively identify the victim before releasing a 
name. According to county records, the condo  is owned by James "Dan" 
Middleton and Robert Middleton. 
Robert Middleton has another address in Durango, and efforts to reach him 
Monday for comment were unsuccessful. 
The injured man was taken to Mercy Regional Medical Center before being 
airlifted to a hospital in Denver. Authorities declined to identify the man. 
The blaze was reported at 11:09 p.m. in unit 422, on the second floor. 
Durango Police Department officers Nick Stasi and Jeremy Linch were first 
on scene and found a man standing on the balcony of the burning condomin-
ium. The officers broke down the door and pulled him to safety, said Durango 
police Capt. Micki Browning. 

What????  Why did Tansy put this blurb from the Herald in 
our newsletter???  Well, I’ll tell you why.  You may not recog-
nize the underlined name in the article above but you sure do 
know the person,  we just know him by a different name….it’s 
our very own Nutiket!    On February 1st,  Nick was recognized 
with a Life Saving Award from the Durango Police Department 
for his heroic actions in entering  the burning condo and pulling 
a man to safety.   
 

Congratulations Nick on a job well done, 
we’re all proud of you! 

 
Nutiket promises he’ll be able to come shoot with us 

again soon, his schedule at the PD has kept him 
busy, but he’s chompin’ at the bit to get back in his 

loin cloth and leggings! 
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I started Shooting in 1986, the gun 
store close to my  house in San Diego 
was getting these funny looking 
clothes in and I ask about them, the 
gunsmith there said there was this 
new shooting club that dressed like 
cowboys and shot cowboy guns.   
 
I had some 3 screw Rugers,  a 41 mag 
and a 357,  I borrowed a rifle a 45 
trapper, and took my 16 ga dou-
ble.  The Loads I had were pretty 
much full house loads made up  for 
shooting Silhouettes at 50 -200 yds, some lead and some jacketed but it fit right 
in, as down loaded ammo was not in yet.  
 
I pulled into the range on Camp Pendleton, my hunter holsters  and plastic hard 
cases.  the rifle and pistol targets were set about 30 - 80 yds there were a few 
shooters using  94, 30-30;s and what ever they had in their safes. As I remember it 
was fun, but it took me until 1991 to load up enough ammo to shoot it again. Dil-
lion was just getting the square deal out and I was still using a Single stage press, 
and the Lee loadall was not too progressive either, also had a hard time finding 16 
ga wads. Sure glad some things changed and some Don't. 
  
I have gone through many guns, Stainless, Blued, 357, 38-40, 44-40 7 45LC. 
Ruger, Colt, EMF, Marlin, Uberti, TTN, Stoeger, Remington, Winchester.  
Some Originals, Some Reproductions Long and short barrels alike.  I just wanted 
more, Left them in the safe overnight and they bred.   I now shoot Blued Ruger 
45LC 4 3/4's or Colt 38-40's, Uberti 73 45LC, TTN 12 Hammered, I now shoot 
Classic Cowboy and that is required.  When I went back in 1991 I had made new 
gun rig, and dressed like a cowboy, this was before Classic Cowboy, but I was 
there because it was fun. 
 
Cripple Creek Sue ( Becky) and I have been Married for 30 yrs,  We have 2 Chil-
dren  Hana 26 and Travis 23.  Travis gave Cowboy shootin go until Girls got in 
the way,  Hana  was not interested.  Becky had other distractions for many years 
and chose not to join me until 2004,  But We did celebrate our 25th at a cowboy 
shoot in Yuma,  that might of been the turning point? 



I joined the US  Navy right out of  HS was to be a 4 yr tour turned  out to 25 yrs before 
I got what  I wanted.   In 2001 I retired and took a job at Veridiam as a Production En-
gineer, we made Components for medical and dental industry,  that lasted 5 yrs as I 
needed to maintain a house until my Children moved on their own. We sold off our 
holding on the west coast, bought a 5th wheel. Becky and I moved back home 
(Colorado) in Jan 2007, We worked at the KOA as work campers, Becky let me hunt 
and fish as I wanted, until Aug of 2009 when it was decided that  a more spacious and 
permanent residence was desired, I hit the job market. The Mesa County Sheriffs Of-
fice caught me in Oct and I have been on the go home daily side of the bars since. 
 
I shot for the Navy in Trap and Skeet, and tried Sporting Clays for a 
few years, enjoyed it but Cowboy Shooting is just more fun. I 
do like the long range rifle shootin.  
 
I like Fly Fishin which includes tying the flys, and I like Archery 
shooting and hunting, just cannot beat the adrenaline rush of 
drawing back on a Deer or Elk at 15 - 60 yds  
 
My favorite and most memorable match, Boomtown 2000, in Tucson, it is no longer a 
annual match just a nice Memory to all. 
 
Maybe not that embarrassing but surly memorable, was Revenge 2009, apparently it is 
preferred to load ALL of your firearms at the loading table, I took the ammo  for my 
pistols to the table but decided to keep it in my vest pocket until the timer went off 
and I had shot my rifle clean. So I made the table, which is currently adorned by other 
noted shooters : Blanco Billy, Piedra Kid, Stumble Leena, and twice now by  yours 
truly, Haycamp. ( yes I have proven that a rifle can also be loaded on the clock) 
 
I was recently told that Cowboy shootin was a rich sport, and somewhat, that may be 
true, but there are still reasonable prices to get started. So that don't comment don't 
hold much water.. However what I do See is darn few Young folks out shootin, I mean 
shootin any sport.  They are fed junk that firearms are bad everyday in the schools, the 
media and such. That it is someone Else's fault.  When I started Cowboy shooting the 
average age was 30, without the Young folks to carry oniIt is difficult to be optimistic 
and say the future looks bright.  I would be surprised to find the word 
"Responsibility"  in the dictionary, except to define it as " someone Else's ". 
 
If you have never put on or helped with a major match, Cowboy/Cowgirl  UP, it is fun 
and another hand is always appreciated.
